Preference will be given to candidates with two or more years of postdoctoral research experience at the 
time of appointment.

A highly competitive package including a medical benefits plan and a gratuity payable upon completion 
of the term which is normally for two years initially, with possibility of extension.  Applicants should 
state their current and expected salary in the application.
